	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
For this field experience, I worked with a Pre-K student. During the five hours, we focused on the standards introduced in Pre-K and used the online resource, ABC Mouse. Through technology facilitation and leadership, I learned that this online resource can also be used in younger and older children. This resource could also be used with younger students with disabilities for remediation.
2.
